Data in 2002, NJ reported the second highest number of cases for children 19 and under.   Nationally, cancer remains responsible for more deaths from one year to adolescence than any other disease: more deaths than asthma, 

diabetes, cystic fibrosis and AIDs combined (source: Curesearch.org)

With the five year survival rate for childhood cancer, from 1999-2000 at 79% (Source: ACS), it’s important that families know they can find support for their emotional, material and even financial needs from New Jersey’s Emmanuel Cancer Foundation (ECF). 
Since its inception, ECF has helped over 1,500 families across New Jersey who have faced the emotional and physical difficulties of having a child who is diagnosed with cancer.   Today, ECF reaches New Jersey families from Midland Park to Mendham, Scotch Plains to Neptune and Woodbury, in Gloucester County to the newly opened sixth regional center in Somers Point, serving the Atlantic, Cape May and Cumberland county area.

It eases their burden to know that help is available and nearby,” says Carol Davis, Managing Director of the Emmanuel Cancer Foundation. “We’re honored that Acting Governor Codey has proclaimed September as Childhood Cancer Awareness Month and cited the Emmanuel Cancer Foundation as a resource for New Jersey’s families,” continued Davis.
